
Millions of eggs 
The egg barns have produced millions of eggs, 
providing essential nutrition in a region where 
nearly 1 in 5 people face chronic hunger.1 

5,500 fresh eggs daily 
The hens lay about 5,500 eggs each day.  
Each egg provides 13 essential nutrients,  
including 6.5 g of protein.

Nourishing 6,500 children weekly 
The barns provide eggs to 6,500 children every  
week, supporting their health and development.

Supporting nearly 500 jobs 
The Egg Project is part of the broader Project Canaan 
initiative, which creates nearly 500 local jobs, giving 
Swazi families stable income and valuable skills.

Reaching remote areas 
Every month, community partners travel  
2,500 km to deliver eggs to the most remote  
and food insecure areas in Eswatini.
